She holds a PhD in Human Ecology from the University of Alaska,
Fairbanks. In addition to her position with the Alaska Center for Climate
Assessment and Policy, which brings together landowners and public lands
agencies around the question of climate adaptation, Knapp previously
served as the farm co-manager and program coordinator for Denver Urban
Gardens.
